Technical details on the size and format of papers submitted to the collective volume on “Recent developments on introducing a historical dimension in mathematics education”
Manuscripts should be prepared using as a word processor, either MS Word or Latex.  

Length of full texts: minimum 3000 and maximum 5000 words, possibly with 2 additional pages (maximum) of tables and/or figures, not counting the first page.    
First page: The first page should include the title, author(s), institutions, e-mail addresses, keywords and an abstract not more than 200. For the format, see below the format of the first page for texts prepared with MS Word.

Figures and pictures: They may be included in the text but they should also be provided separately either in jpg, or eps format.

-Fonts: Times New Roman 12pt for the main text and 11 pt for the abstract, footnotes and the references.
